Welcome!
You and your family will become members of Cub Scout Pack 713 in Manhattan Beach. Our pack is part of the Pacifica District, Los Angeles Area Council, of the Boy Scouts of America. The Lions Club of Manhattan Beach is our chartering organization.
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The purposes of Cub Scouting are: to have fun; to influence character development; to encour​age good citizenship, sportsmanship, personal achievement, and spiritual growth; to improve understanding within the family; to strengthen the ability to get along with other boys and respect other people; to encourage boys to be helpful and do their best; and to prepare them to become Boy Scouts. Did we mention fun? More than anything else, Cub Scouting is fun!
Advancement Ranks:

Recognition is important to young boys. The Cub Scout advancement plan gives them a sense of personal achievement as they earn badges, and strengthens the bond between you and your son as you work together on achievements, projects, and electives.

Tiger Cub.  First grade boys. Projects consist of an exciting series of indoor and outdoor activities just right for a boy in the first grade.

Bobcat.  The Bobcat Badge must be earned by all Cub Scouts.

Wolf.  For boys who have completed first grade. To earn the Wolf badge, a boy must pass twelve achievements involving simple physical and mental skills.

Bear.  For boys who have completed second grade. Projects are somewhat more difficult and challenging, but still plenty of fun.

Webelos.  For boys who have completed third grade, and the first step in his transition to Boy Scouts.

Sr. Webelos.  For boys who have completed fourth grade, and the last step in his transition to Boy Scouts.  During this year, your Cub Scout may earn the Arrow of Light - - the highest award in Cub Scouting.

Dens:

The Pack is organized into dens – typically, four to twelve boys in the same grade. They advance together through the 5th grade – near the end of which they'll bridge over to Boy Scouts.

Den Meetings:

[image: image3.emf]Your den will meet one to three times a month during the school year at a leader's home, the Scout House, a park, a school, or community facility. At den meetings, the Cubs participate in activities that are fun and full of adventure while improving physical and social skills.

Den Leadership:

It is critical that parents are involved and willing to assist regularly. Each den must have a par​ent volunteer Den Leader and should have an Assistant Den Leader. Boy Scouts of America requires that every Scouting activity have at least two adults supervising. A key strength of Cub Scouting is that it is a neighborhood program. Because of this, Den Leaders fill critical roles as the coordinators of these activities - - moms, dads, or both! 

The Pack:

Your den will be part of Pack 713, which consists of several dens of varying Scout rank. The pack is led by the Cubmaster and overseen by the Pack Committee.  We hold pack meetings monthly throughout  the school year. Pack meetings are for the entire family and consist of awards, fun activities, and theme-oriented programs. Pack meetings are usually on a Thursday, from 7:00 to 8:00 p.m. at the Grand View cafeteria, unless otherwise announced.

Hikes, Campouts and More:

In addition to pack meetings, we also hold special activities, such as family camping, hikes, com​munity service, and other events. These activities are roughly once a month, usually on weekends. To give you an idea of what we do - - and the kind of fun we have - - several events slated for the coming year are shown on the last page.

Financial Commitment:

Annual pack dues are $150.00, which cover membership in Boy Scouts of America, many of the pack's activities, uniform patches and awards, and a subscription to Boys’ Life. Dues may also cover the Blue and Gold dinner, service awards, and contributions to other Scouting organizations. All expenditures are approved by the pack committee, and committee meetings are open to all pack parents.  Dues are paid upon joining and are good until the following November, when all members renew. You will also need to purchase a uniform, and there may be costs associated with some spe​cial optional events we do as a pack. For families undergoing financial hardship, full scholarships are discreetly available (please contact the Cubmaster).
